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ComEs Now the State of Texas (Texas) and provides the following status report to
the Special Master pursuant to paragraph 5 of the Case Management Plan (CMP), as
amended.

Since filing Texas’s January 4, 2019 Status Report, Texas and the State of New
Mexico (New Mexico) have exchanged productions of documents responsive to mutually
exchanged Requests for Production. The parties have also exchanged proposed search
terms for further document collection, review, and production pursuant to Federal Rule of
Civil Procedure 26 (Rule 26). Texas and New Mexico intend to serve supplemental
productions of documents in response to their respective first set of requests. Since
producing documents on February 8, 2019, Texas has updated its eDiscovery platform
and anticipates serving a supplemental production of documents on or around March 8,
2019, as well as a supplemental production under Rule 26.

Further, Texas has noticed and commenced the depositions of various
representatives of ElI Paso County Water Improvement District No. 1 (EP1), Elephant
Butte Irrigation District (EBID), the City of Las Cruces, and most recently, New
Mexico’s district 4 watermaster. The parties and various amici have participated in the
depositions noticed by Texas. Additional depositions initiated by Texas are scheduled
and/or in the process of being scheduled for March through May of 2019. Texas has
prepared and exchanged a witness matrix requesting availability of the parties and the
various witnesses proposed for deposition, and will be setting additional depositions once
availability is coordinated and confirmed. The parties continue to discuss discovery
scheduling and related matters and have resumed bi-weekly discovery conference calls to

continue this effort.



In accordance with the briefing schedule outlined in the January 31, 2019
Amendment to the CMP (Second Amended CMP), the parties and amici curiae
exchanged and submitted for filing, briefs responsive to the motions filed by New
Mexico, Texas, and the United States in December 2018. The current schedule requires
the parties file and serve their reply briefs by March 15, 2019.

Also in accordance with the briefing schedule outlined in the Second Amended
CMP, Texas is preparing for the April 2, 2019 hearing in Denver, Colorado, and will be

prepared to discuss all matters related to the discovery and trial schedule.
