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COMES NOW the State of Colorado and provides the following status report to the Special Master
pursuant to the Case Management Plan.

This is the seventh status report from Colorado. The parties have held, and plan to
continue, discussions regarding discovery. Texas has noticed and conducted several depositions
to date. The United States filed a motion for judgement on the pleadings regarding several of
New Mexico’s counterclaims. The State of Texas filed a motion for declaration of legal issues
previously decided, a motion in limine to exclude evidence, and a motion to strike or for partial
judgement on New Mexico’s counterclaims and affirmative defenses. New Mexico filed a
motion for partial judgment on matters previously decided. Colorado filed two response briefs
addressing selected parts of these motions. The other parties have also filed responses. Several
amici have filed briefs on these motions as well. Reply briefs are due March 15, 2019. A
hearing is set on April 2, 2019 in Denver, Colorado for argument on these motions.
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I certify that the State of Colorado’s March 1, 2019 Status Report has on this day been
served as indicated above on all counsel of record and interested parties.
